Rule of Thirds

Artists:

Tromp L'Oeil: Trick of the Eye. Artist’s created artworks that tricked the viewer into thinking the 2 dimensional drawing of objects, places, or people actually existed in 3 dimensional forms. Artists created extremely realistic artworks by using a full range in values from very white to very dark. They also included extreme detail and cast shadows.
Chuck Close: Photorealist painter that suffered a spinal artery collapse that left him paralyzed from the chest down. He regained motion in his arms and upper body and is now able to paint with a both of his hands. He does not have the same acute fine motor skills, but still creates large scale portraits that show a striking resemblance to the sitter. He suffered from dyslexia and struggled in school. He uses a grid to create his paintings which has helped him overcome anxiety.
Da Vinci & Renaissance Artists: Renaissance artists developed many techniques and theories that advanced art. Arial Perspective was developed which softens the landscape in the background to show the affect that the atmosphere has on things a far distance away. Scale and proportion were developed and allow artists to more accurately depict the proportions of the body as well as the size of objects, people and places in relation to other things in space. Modeling is a technique that makes a person or thing look three dimensional. Artists use modeling techniques like hatching, cross hatching and stippling to create a variety of values that show the shape and suggest the form of the object or person. Foreshortening was developed to depict a figure or thing as it recedes back into space.
Georgia O'Keefe: Inspired by New Mexican landscape and abstraction, O’Keefe painted a variety of other subjects from cityscapes, architecture to flowers. Her famous photographer husband, Alfred Steiglitz inspired her and also helped her gain recognition from the art world by showing her work in his famous NY gallery. O’Keefe abstracts her work by changing the texture, simplifying the shape, altering the color. Her work is expressive of her experience or vision of nature.
Britto: An artist who believes that his job as an artist is to promote change, Britto does a lot of work to benefit others. His paintings are sold, auctioned or dedicated to a variety of organizations including St. Jude’s. His work is identifiable by his use of bright colors, simplified forms, black outlines, patterns, and uplifting or positive imagery.
Western Beliefs of Art:

Instrumentalists
 Believe that art should lead to some social good.

Institutionalist
Believe that art is what the experts say it is. Artists, critics, curators, scholars, teachers, and others who are very involved in the art community determine what is and is not good art.

Formalist: 
Believe that the best art affects viewers because of the relationship between visual elements in the artwork (line, color, shape…). They believe art is valuable because it is interesting to look at.

Expressionists
Believe that good art expresses the emotions of the maker and has an emotional impact on its viewers.

Imitationalist



Believe that good art imitates the appearance of things.
