2 Point Perspective
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Artists:

Tromp L'Oeil: Trick of the Eye. Artist’s created artworks that tricked the viewer into thinking the 2 dimensional drawing of objects, places, or people actually existed in 3 dimensional forms. Artists created extremely realistic artworks by using a full range in values from very white to very dark. They also included extreme detail and cast shadows.
Chuck Close: Photorealist painter that suffered a spinal artery collapse that left him paralyzed from the chest down. He regained motion in his arms and upper body and is now able to paint with a both of his hands. He does not have the same acute fine motor skills, but still creates large scale portraits that show a striking resemblance to the sitter. He suffered from dyslexia and struggled in school. He uses a grid to create his paintings which has helped him overcome anxiety.
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’s artwork is characterized by striking images, often combined with slogans. His work often engages political themes, satirically critiquing war, capitalism, hypocrisy and greed. Common subjects include rats, apes, policemen, members of the royal family, and children. In addition to his two-dimensional work, Banksy is known for his installation artwork. One of the most celebrated of these pieces, which featured a live elephant painted with a Victorian wallpaper pattern, sparked controversy among animal rights activists. 
Thomas Cole: Landscape painter who wanted his landscapes to have a purpose. He painted the series, Course of the Empire to depict how a civilization can flourish and come to ruins. His series includes 5 paintings, The Savage State: Nature is the dominant focus of this painting. The people shown are living with little impact on the land. One is pictured hunting a deer in the foreground, tents are displayed in the middle ground, and a storm is brewing in the background. The Pastoral State: Pastor can mean a religious leader or a Sheppard. In this painting, there is an older gentleman and a young boy drawing in the dirt. This represents the passing of knowledge from one to another. The growing intelligence and ingenuity leads to the next painting, The Consummation. In this painting, the landscape is overtaken by human society. The mountain that has been featured in the last two paintings is now a mere hill in the far right background. The buildings, people, and port have overtaken the scene. There are bright colors and a clear sky. The next painting in the series is Destruction. In this image, the beautiful city is beginning to break down. Total chaos has ensued. People are fighting, there is smoke billowing from buildings, the sky is filled with large black clouds, and the sculpture in the foreground has been decapitated to symbolize the demise of this civilization. The final painting, Desolation represents nature growing over the crumbled city with vines covering what is left of the stone structures. The landscape is starting to reappear and the skies are settling.
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Western Beliefs of Art:

Instrumentalists
 Believe that art should lead to some social good.

Institutionalist
Believe that art is what the experts say it is. Artists, critics, curators, scholars, teachers, and others who are very involved in the art community determine what is and is not good art.

Formalist: 
Believe that the best art affects viewers because of the relationship between visual elements in the artwork (line, color, shape…). They believe art is valuable because it is interesting to look at.

Expressionists
Believe that good art expresses the emotions of the maker and has an emotional impact on its viewers.

Believe that good art imitates the appearance of things.
