Cindy Sherman:
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Film Stills (1977) depicts stereotypical female roles in films. The images encourage the viewer to develop a narrative that that illustrates or expands on the female figure that is shown. Cindy Sherman uses herself as a model and enjoys playing the characters to illustrate these ideas in society.
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Society Portraits (2008) address the experience of aging in a society that is obsessed with youth and status. She again uses herself as a model. She images characters that are obsessed with youth, beauty, and status to a point that is evident in their appearance. The startling photographs that she creates are in an effort to illustrate the vanities that we should consider ridding from our society.
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Jonathan Yeo:
 Yeo is intrigued by how humans read one another's faces in a highly tuned, instinctive way. We are looking for clues that tell us if the person is a threat or a mate. Most recently, he has chosen to paint people who remove these clues through cosmetic surgery. His new exhibition, titled You're Only Young Twice, is a series of portraits done before, during and after operations, after he persuaded surgeons in London and Philadelphia to allow him to observe their work. "It started off from talking about it with a cosmetic surgeon friend who is a frustrated artist. From talking to more surgeons, I discovered they are all frustrated artists." Watching them work was riveting, he says. "They move like a craftsman making a musical instrument."
