Artist Report (Art ¾)

Your Goal:


-Inform the reader of the artist's importance. 



-use artworks as examples



-analyze and evaluate artworks



-include the social setting at the time the artist worked (was there a war going on and the 

artist depicted the horrors of war to send a negative message about violence?)



-Include information about the artists background that may have informed how he/she 


viewed the world. Did she grow up in a home with a strong single mother who inspired 


her to seek equality amongst men in the art world?

How to:

1. Create a thesis statement. This is your main idea about the artist's impact.

1. Example: Ansel Adams was an influential artist because of his role in the development of the zone system that allowed photographers to capture greater contrasts in a photograph and also for his philosophy on photography that influences other photographers today. 

2. Look at the artist's work and read information about him. Many sites and sources will describe what makes that particular artist distinct. 

3. Think about how the artist changed the way art looked or the way people thought about art. 

2. Collect information about the artist including:

1. Time period

2. Social happenings (what was on the news at that time)

3. What style did the artist begin in and move to? Or what style did the artist consistently work in?

4. What ideas were there about art at that time?

5. What other artists were working at that time and how do the two compare?

3. Include at least one artwork analysis. Choose a work that you feel best represents the artists style. Include as many details as possible. Also state how this artwork represents the artist's impact on society or the artworld.
