Family Heritage Project


Objective: Students will be able to: 
-demonstrate layering techniques

-utilize transforming tools

-create type in a Photoshop doc. 

-identify a theme and choose imagery and objects that represent that theme.
1. Choose a background:

-google scrapbook paper and choose a pattern ---SEARCH LARGE SIZE!

-find maps of your family's heritage (continent or country)

-find an image of any kind that connects to your family/heritage

2. Gather 3-5 images

-bring in family photos to scan

-find images of symbols that represent your heritage or family (I chose a horse shoe because my family runs a horse riding ranch) You could use flags of countries also...

-download images from Facebook of family

3. Open, drag and drop these images into your background image open in photoshop

-each image should have its own layer.

-resize the images using transform-scale

-arrange them using transform-rotate.

-alter the opacity of at least one image (I changed the opacity of my map to 75%  as you can see the flowers from the background slightly)

4. Add Text

-Add a new layer for your title 

-click the T tool and draw a text box.

-Type and adjust your type and size at the top toolbar (just like in word)

5. Add as many embellishments as you like and have fun with it! (think about frames, and scrapbook papers to create boxes around imagery, buttons, icons...etc.)
