Descriptive Lines: lines that help us understand

what we are seeing. These types of lines include: -outlines 

-contour lines 

-lines used to create value


-hatching
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-cross hatching


-stippling


-scribbling

Implied Lines: These are lines that are suggested rather than clearly defined. These lines are created where two different colors, textures or values meet. In the image on the right, the skin meets the loafer and creates a line. 
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-Edges: where two values, colors, or textures meet

-Closure: when our eyes complete figures if lines are left open

-Lines of Sight: lines along which people look.
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Expressive Lines: lines that send us messages about what the artist wants his or her work to make us feel, are expressive lines.
